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Capon is a cock whom testis were surgically removed. In 2006, Chrysostome notices during a survey in Boukoumbé, district of Benin, breeders castrated cocks. This study researches the history, reasons of capon production and describes the technique of its production in Boukoumbé, district of Bénin. A census survey on 62 smallholders’ keepers allowed to known breeders who castrated cocks. Each of them received 11 cocks, 6 were castrated and all of them were followed. Capon production was beginning in 1884. Capon was produced for its length and flexible feathers which are use for traditional dancing. With castration, the quantity and quality of cock meat increase. After becoming capon, Gallus gallus received a sorghum box mixture or grind corn box mixture with salt during its convalescence. It is more sensitive to illness than the non castrated cock. According to breeders, capon can follow and protect chicks like a hen. Capons don’t singing and become quiet but aggressive in a fight.
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
